¶ Use violence, abusive or threatening behaviour 

 

Remind him too that it is right to:

¶ Win but NOT by unfair methods 

¶ When playing or watching, praise skilful play by both sides 

¶ Take victory modestly and defeat graciously 

 

Always ensure that you and your son’s behaviour, on of off the field is exemplary, never forget that
