Sharing your information

game and allow The F.A. to direct its resources to those areas of the game, which are in most need, such as 

facilities and football development. This analysis will be carried out on a depersonalised basis and The F.A.

The F.A. will retain your information in a central database. You have been asked to provide details of your 

mother’s maiden name and place of birth for de-duplication purposes to ensure that your details do not 

appear twice on the database.
